•	 For this example, we 
are using 2 pieces of 
3/8” Econokore.

•	 This guide will show 
the Econokore layers 
created in a vacuum 
form.
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Econokore® Layer Back to Back

Use two Econokore panels with back sides facing one 
another.

Let’s get started! 

Apply PVA/Wood glue to the back of each
panel making sure to evenly cover the surface. 

Position panels back to back.
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Tip: 
No need to 
fill the cuts 
between  
kerfs.

PRO TIP:

Econokore’s face may 
be covered using a 
wide variety of materials 
including laminates, 
veneers, metals, leathers, 
and similar semi rigid 
materials.
