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OVERVIEW Let’s get started!

« All vertical ribs should
be set slightly back from
the horizontal ribs so
they will not interfere in
material forming.

« Only attach to flush
vertical rib when
forming a seam.

Use a blade to remove the necessary core ribs to
allow a tight inset attachment to framework spacing.

PRO TIP:

Always attach to
framework using horizontal
support ribs. Use three ribs
(top, middle, & bottom).
