FLEXBOARD SIZING

Cut Flexboard to desired size. Face side can be
placed on inside or outside of door as needed.

Back panel and face should match in thickness or
strength. Cut back slightly oversized to allow for
trimming.

Match Flexboard and back panel over
a form. The panel will take shape of form once
glued and vacuum-pressed.

Apply PVA/Wood glue evenly to Position Flexboard and
the back panel. back panel together over form.
